As we walked
through the Lord'’s
Passion this week,
we were reminded
that Jesus chose
flawed human
beings—doubters,
deniers, the
disloyal—to be the
Church, to lead his
Church. They're

all he had to work
with. Perhaps that's
why we're so tolerant these days with our own flawed
leaders. It's all Jesus has to work with.

We're all flawed and broken. I've done more than

my part to demonstrate that, if you've been paying
attention. While | wouldn't recommend a regular diet
of relationship trouble, addiction, humiliation, betrayal,
humiliation, and physical or emotional distress, one
or the other of those occasionally can be a Christian’s
greatest grace. How else would | recognize and
come to know infinitely intriguing like-sufferers? How
otherwise would | become humble enough, desperate
enough, to surrender to Jesus' embrace? How would

| come to believe that our best hope, our only hope, is
God?

If Ascension is the place, week after week, year after
year, where we rehearse dying, then this is the place
where we must practice resurrection. We witness

a boatload of suffering here. And here we witness
breathtaking recovery and new life. You see it all the
time: crosses regularly redeemed for empty tombs. As
St. Paul writes,

We are afflicted in every way possible, but we are
not crushed; full of doubts, we never despair. We are
persecuted, but never abandoned, struck down, but
never destroyed. Continually we carry about in our
bodies the dying of Jesus, so that in our bodies the
rising of Jesus may also be revealed.

In other words, “Blessed are the cracked, for they shall
let in the light.” (No, not Rumi. Groucho Marx.)

So, if you know of any who are searching for the Risen
body of Jesus today, anyone looking for the cracked,
the broken, the Light, send them to Ascension.
