Your voice CAN make a difference as we face an unexpected 
threat to key funding for scholars at Ascension Catholic School 
and the other three Ascension Catholic Academy schools. 
Busing, textbooks, counseling and health services are essential 
to all scholars. Budget proposals by Minnesota Gov. Tim Walz 
and the Minnesota Senate have proposed eliminating funding 
in those areas for children who attend nonpublic schools. Our 
scholars will lose nearly $1 million if this budget is approved. 
For nearly 50 years, Minnesota law has mandated that every 
child get equitable access to these services. This has helped 
ensure that families have real choices in how and where their 
children learn.

Join us for Rally and Advocacy Day 
at the Minnesota Capitol in St. Paul on Wednesday, May 7. 
The event is co-sponsored by MINNDEPENDENT and the 
Minnesota Catholic Conference to stop cuts to nonpublic 
school student aid. The rally in the Capitol Rotunda begins at 
1:30 p.m.; Advocacy Day runs from 9 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. You can 
check in at the Governor’s Historic Dining Room if you need 
help and directions.
